Entrepreneur Series B02 #253450, granted on
28.12.2002 by Executive Committee of Mykolaiv
Municipal Council, on the other hand (hereinafter
referred to as the "Parties"), concluded this
memorandum on the following:

1. THE PURPOSE OF THE MEMORANDUM

2.3. Within the scope of their competence, the Parties
express their intention to develop long-term and
comprehensive scientific-design, educational relations
on the principles of mutual benefit, mutual
understanding, respect, trust in areas of mutual
interest.

2.4. The Parties consider joint and extremely
important the creation and development of joint
projects.

- development and implementation of joint innovative
projects on organic farming and processing of organic
farming products.

- exchange of delegations of international
representatives of organizations, funds for the purpose
of familiarization with the exchange of experience
and the creation of projects of innovative
technologies. '
2.6. The Parties undertake to support business, as well
as public contacts and take all necessary measures to
ensure the efficiency and development of business as
well as public relations, in every possible way to
promote the development of other forms of
cooperation for the achievement of common goals.
2.7. The Parties undertake to provide each other in a
timely manner with the information, materials,
documents and other necessary data necessary for the
implementation of this Memorandum in the form and
in time, which will facilitate its operational use.

2.8. Cooperation under the memorandum does not
involve any financial obligations. If necessary, the
Parties will provide mutual financing of joint projects
on a free and non-interest basis.

2.9. The Parties undertake to refrain from actions
which may cause material, moral or other harm to the
other Party.

2.10. The Parties have the right to use their
intellectual property, development and innovation,
reputation,  existing  business  relationships,
professional and managerial qualities of their
members, joint and intellectual resources of the
Parties, as well as other relevant intangible assets in
the cooperative relations.

3. TERM OF ACTION OF THE
MEMORANDUM
3.1. The memorandum will come into force from the
day of its signing and sealing by the parties.

3.2. The memorandum is concluded for a term of five
years. The wvalidity of this Memorandum is
automatically extended for the following year, unless
either Party notifies the other in writing of its
intention to terminate its operation within one month
at a later date.

4. PROCEDURE FOR CHANGE TERMS AND
TERMINATION OF THE MEMORANDUM
4.1. This Memorandum is a document defining the
general directions of cooperation. This Memorandum
does not relate to the rights and obligations of the
Parties regarding concluded treaties with third parties
and cannot serve as an obstacle to the fulfillment of

the undertaken obligations.

4.2. Any changes or additions to the text of the
Memorandum shall be made by mutual consent of the
Parties in writing, with the said amendments and
additions coming into force from the date of their
signing by the authorized representatives of the
Parties.

4.3. The parties agreed on good cooperation in order
to achieve the objectives of this memorandum.

4.4. The Parties may early terminate the validity of
this Memorandum at any time by notifying the other
Party in writing in no more than one month.

4.5. In the event of termination of this Memorandum,
measures initiated under the Memorandum and not
completed within the term of its validity shall be
continued and concluded in accordance with
conditions previously agreed upon by the Parties,
except when it is impossible to complete these
measures.

4.6. In the event of any differences and disputes
between the Parties arising out of the Memorandum,
the Parties shall make every possible effort to settle
them by negotiation, and if it is impossible to resolve
them by negotiation, they shall be resolved in
accordance with the current legislation of Ukraine.

5. OTHER CONDITIONS OF THE
MEMORANDUM

5.1. The Parties do not bear any property and financial
obligations under the Memorandum.

5.2. All annexes, amendments and additions to the
Memorandum are an integral part thereof provided
that they are done in writing and duly signed by
authorized representatives of the Parties, with the
obligatory reference to this Memorandum.
