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Business idea "The cost of saffron - the
most expensive spice in the world"

The main characteristics, the essence of business idea. Saffron is a real royal spice, which in
ancient times was valued more than gold and in our times it has not lost its fame and refinement. It is
need 200 thousand flowers to obtain 1 kilo of saffron. So, it is not surprisingly that around the word it is
harvested about 300 tons of saffron per year. The other name of spice is "red gold". Its wholesale cost
ranges from 450 to 700 dollars per 1 kg.

We have evaluated the cost of spices production per 1 hectare.

1. Wholesale cost of bulb — $ 0.03

2.1 m2—-100 bulbs

3. 10 thousand m? (1ha) — 1 million bulbs — 30 thousand dollars

4. Fertilizers purchase — $ 650

5. Farm operations (plowing + fertilizing) — S 300
. Salary fund (8 workers, 5 months) — $ 1000

7. Drying equipment — $ 1200

Total: $ 33150

Average yield — 8 kg of finished spice

Average price of 1 kg at the world market- $ 10 thousand

Payback — 2 years

Comparison with world analogues, the main advantages of business idea. Of course, the day,
when Southern Ukrainian saffron begins to compete with Iran, is still very far away. The market for elite
products in Ukraine is still low-compete and unable to meet the existing demand. And although the
creation of a business of the cultivation of delicious products in most cases requires significant material
and intellectual costs, it’s payback is fast enough, and profit is stable.

Market demand. For successful production of niche crops, agricultural producers should
concentrate primarily on quality, and not on quantity. The quantity and large shipments for export must
be secured through coalition in cooperatives and associations.

For the state, niche crops are one of the strategic directions of diversification of agrarian exports
and increasing of the profitability of the entire agricultural sector.
